The Franklin Institute Science Museum is located in Center City Philadelphia, at the intersection of
20th Street and the Benjamin Franklin Parkway. The Museum's parking garage entrance is located
behind the building at the intersection of 21st Street and Winter Street. Note that oversized vehicles will
not fit into the garage. The height limit is 6'3". Bring your parking ticket to the Box Office for validation in
order to receive reduced rates.

From Northern New Jersey and New York (Via the Ben Franklin Bridge)

From Northern New Jersey and New York, via New Jersey Turnpike use Exit #4 (Philadelphia/Camden)
and exit onto Route 73 North. Follow to Route 38 West. Take 38 West across The Ben Franklin Bridge
(toll) into Philadelphia. Follow Route 676-West (locally known as the "Vine Street Expressway") to the
"Ben Franklin Parkway/Museum Area" exit. At the top of the ramp all traffic must turn right onto 22nd
Street. Go to the first light and make a right onto the Ben Franklin Parkway. Stay in the far right hand
lanes. One block later, turn right onto 21st Street. One block later, 21st Street intersects with Winter
Street. Just past the intersection, the entrance to the parking garage is on your left hand side.

MEALS
